Colleges or Universities may hold a Constituent membership. Students of the college / university may show
as nominees within the membership, provided no more than two students exhibit in any one show and the
names of the exhibiting students are advised to the PHAA in writing prior to commencement of the show.
Evidence that the student is enrolled in the college / university must be provided to the PHAA. Refer also
rule 237 (i) (i)

VIOLATIONS (Effective 14/08/05)

Rule 5 (a) will then read —

€) Any member may be suspended and denied privileges of the Association, and any non-member may
be denied the privileges of the Association by the Secretary of the Association, provided that however,
twenty-one (21) days before action by the Secretary, written notice of the account due and the
intention to suspend or withhold privileges of the Association shall be delivered to such member or
non-member. Any suspension and denial of privileges of the Association under this section shall
terminate upon full payment of the obligation due to the Association.

(b) Recognising that the parent organisation, the PHAA, files, records and issues certificates of
registration for horses eligible for registration with the PHAA The primary function of the club will be to
promote interest in the breed from a region or area standpoint in complete cooperation with the overall
programmes of the P.H.A.A.

(c) To gain breed classes for Paint and Paint Bred horses registered with the PHAA in local, country,
district, and state shows.

(d) Promote and stimulate interest in regional Paint Horse Shows, and other related activities, for horses
registered with the PHAA. Affiliation is due 1st July each year.

(e) Affiliated clubs must run a minimum of two (2) PHAA approved shows per year and one (1) other
function eg. show, clinic, promotional day etc.

® All regional clubs are to provide an audited copy of their balance sheet and provide a copy of annual
general meeting minutes each year to the PHAA as part of their affiliation.

(9) At least one executive committee member of a regional club must be a financial PHAA member.

(h) All regional clubs must have at least five (5) PHAA members.

0] Affiliated Clubs are required to accept and promote the provisions of the PHAA Disability Action Plan.
Copies of the Disability Action Plan will be given to all affiliated Paint Horse Clubs and Associations.

0] Constituent memberships shall be recognised as being two members for the purpose of meeting the
requirements of Rule 9 (i) provided that the constituent membership has two separate individual
nominees.

111 BLOODTYPING/DNA TESTING (Effective 17/08/07)

(9) From 1* August 2007 all imported horses and imported frozen semen donors of ‘Poco Bueno’
bloodlines must be tested and their status recorded for the genetic condition, HERDA. The PHAA
would encourage members to voluntarily test all Australian horses that trace back to ‘Poco Bueno’
and have that status noted on the horse’s studbook records. Where the status of both parents has
been tested negative, no further testing of progeny is required.

117 ARTIFICIAL INSEMINATION (Effective 01/10/05)
Delete existing rules 117 & 117A and replace with —

Artificial insemination is permitted provided that:

@ Stallion owners wishing to participate in breeding by artificial insemination must notify the Association
of their intention to do so prior to the first insemination of semen each breeding season. Stallion
owners / agents must complete and lodge the relevant notification form with PHAA. The Association
has the right to send its representatives to inspect the premises and practices of any person or
breeding establishment using artificial insemination, and no person shall refuse, upon reasonable
request, full access to the said premises.

(b) The breeding certificate must show that artificial insemination was used.

(c) All stallions used for Atrtificial Insemination must have a current DNA on file with PHAA

(d) If the semen is being imported from a foreign registered stallion, that stallion must be registered with
PHAA, or listed if Quarter Horse or Thoroughbred.

(e) For domestic stallions the usual PHAA rules as to registration or listing apply.

® No HYPP positive horse (N/H or H/H) will be accepted into registration or for listing.

(9) The foreign owners are required to hold PHAA membership (Paint stallions only)

(h) It is recommended that the foreign owners appoint a PHAA member as representative or agent in
Australia to sign all relevant documentation.

0] PHAA registration or listing is required before the stallion can be advertised in the official publication of
the PHAA as standing at stud.

0] A breeding return must be submitted each year. This report must be furnished whether the stallion is
deceased, gelded or infertile.

(k) There are no limitations to the period of time the semen can be stored or utilised after the death or
gelding of a stallion

0] Should the stallion be sold, die or be gelded PHAA must be notified

Should the stallion change ownership PHAA will only recognise the current recorded owner. Ownership of any
semen already frozen by the previous owner must be resolved between the seller and the buyer. PHAA will not
assume responsibility on settling any civil matter that arises regarding ownership or otherwise of semen.
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PHOTOGRAPHS (Effective 01/10/05)
Delete and replace with —

All applications for registration must be accompanied by five clear recent pictures showing each side, front and
rear. Two of these pictures must be of one side view. Pictures will be kept permanently on file with the
registration applications. Good clear recent pictures are required, with the horse image in the photo being
75mm x 90mm or 3" x 3 1/2”.

Pictures are to be taken of an unsaddled horse standing still, held with head in hormal position as shown on a
registration application. Show all four legs in each side picture and full frontal of face in front on picture. If
horse has a mane, hold it away from the side being photographed so neck markings are visible. For light
coloured horses (palominos, duns, greys, roans, etcetera), it may be necessary to wet the horse thoroughly in
the area of qualifying contrasting colour so that the dark skin pigment shows clearly the location and patterns
of your horse's colour. Ensure that your horse is clean. Inadequate or poor quality photographs will cause
delay in the processing of papers as you will be asked to supply suitable pictures.

Pictures should be clear so markings can be distinguished. It is advisable to include additional photographs of
qualifying areas on minimal marked horses. A clear disk is available on request from the office to assist in
demonstrating the size of qualifying areas of pink skin & white hair.

Digital photographs are not recommended.
STALLION YEARLY BREEDING REPORTS / Penalty fees (BOD 25/05/07)

A penalty per mare will be charged on all late reports. If report is not filed within 6 months, the PHAA Board
will take further action.

A penalty per mare will be charged on all late reports. If a report is not filed within 6 months the PHAA
board may take further action which may include suspension of the stallion owner / lessee.

APPROVED FOR REGISTERED SHOWS (Effective 05/02 /06)

show date. If results are forwarded late, a penalty fee will be imposed on the club submitting the late results. If
result sheets are incomplete or incorrect a penalty fee will be imposed.

Show results of approved State Shows and the National Show will be published in the Paint Horse Journal. A
period of sixty (60) days from the date of publication will be allowed for a correction of printed show results.
After that date, no request for show result corrections will be considered.

“There will be a $0.50 charge per entry per show payable to the PHAA. The show management must deduct
the $0.50 from each entry in each show and forward to PHAA with show results to be processed. (Eg. If there
are two judges, then it is two shows with two ribbons awarded, so the fee would be $1.00. If there are three
judges, then it is three shows with three ribbons awarded, so the fee is $1.50.) Management should adjust the
entry fee to cover this charge.

If results of the show are received after sixty days then the fees will be double the above.”

SHOWING OF UNREGISTERED HORSES (Effective 01/1 0/05)

All horses entered into Paint Horse or Paint Bred classes at PHAA Approved Shows must have had their
PHAA registration completed and a registration number issued by the PHAA Office A horse is not considered
to be registered until such time as the registration is entered onto the studbook records of the PHAA and a
registration number has been issued by the PHAA.

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Those PHAA members showing unregistered horses in registered Paint Horse and/or Paint Bred classes at an
Approved PHAA Show will be notified by the PHAA of said offence, allowing twenty-one (21) days for reply.

If in fact an unregistered horse was shown in an Approved Show in Paint Horse or Paint Bred classes, the
exhibitor and/or owner may be suspended for a period of not less than thirty (30) days. Upon receipt of $25.00
this suspension will be lifted at the duration of the 30 days. Failure to pay the $25.00 in order to remove the
name from the suspension list may result in the suspension period being extended.

The appearance of an unregistered horse in a Paint Horse or Paint Bred class will not be the cause for loss of
any show points earned by registered horses. The number in the class will be as per the number of registered
Paint Horses.

Disciplinary action may be taken on any members showing an unregistered horse in a Paint Horse or Paint
Bred class at a PHAA Approved Show.

JUDGES FOR REGISTERED SHOWS (Effective 12/1 1/06)

PROTEST PROCEDURE (Effective 12/11/06)

Insert (a) with -

Any person wishing to protest a horse’s / exhibitors eligibility in any class may do so by submitting to the
Show Office a protest in writing stating the rule and / or rule number that has been violated and attaching
evidence to support same. Only Show contestants / exhibitors in the protested class or Show Officials may
lodge a protest. The protest fee of $50.00 must accompany the protest and must be lodged within 1 Hour
of conclusion of the event in which the violation is alleged to have occurred. Show Officials are not required
to pay the protest fee. The fee will be forfeited if the protest is not upheld. If the protest is sustained the
protest fee will be refunded to the person lodging the protest. Otherwise, the judge’s decision is final.

The same process applies should an exhibitor wish to protest the awarding of any High Point Award,;
exception a contestant who is competing for a High Point Award may protest a class which counts towards
this award even though the contestant was not a competitor in that class.

(b) Has won a total of at least eighty (80) points in halter and performance shows.
(c) At least thirty (30) of those points must have been won in halter classes.
(d) And at least fifty (50) of those points have been won in performance events approved by the
PHAA.
1. No more than ten (10) points won in any one performance event will be counted.
2. Horse must have earned at least one Register of Merit in each of Categories 1, 2, 3 and 4 of
performance events as listed above.
3. And must have earned at least one (1) Register of Merit in either category 6 or 8 as set out in
Performance events above.
4. And must have earned at least ten (50) points as indicated under category 6.

In the event that this title is awarded, a special and engraved trophy shall be prepared and presented
to the owner of the said horse at the next annual general meeting of the PHAA. A proper notation
shall be made in an applicable Stud Book and other records of the PHAA.

The title of "PHAA Paint Bred Supreme Champion” is hereby, from this date and in the future,
reserved by the PHAA for its express use. The registration certificate of any horse shall be revoked
permanently by the Association if the owner thereof fraudulently advertises, claims or holds forth that
this certain horse is entitled to the title "PHAA Paint Bred Supreme Champion" prior the title being
officially awarded by the Association.

PHAA PAINT BRED SUPERIOR ALL ROUND HORSE ( Effective 17/08/07)

The title "PHAA Paint Bred Superior All Round Horse" will be awarded to any stallion, mare or gelding
which has been issued a regular registry certificate by the PHAA provided the said horse meets the
following requirements:

1. Must have a superior rating in halter, having earned fifty (50) or more points.
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2. Must have one superior rating in one performance class having earned at least fifty (50) points
in one of the categories 1,2,3,4,5,6 and 8.

3. (3). Must have earned at least one register of merit in at least four (4) of the performance
contest categories 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 and 8.

In the event that this title is awarded, a special and properly engraved trophy shall be prepared and
presented to the owner of the said horse at the next annual general meeting of the PHAA. A proper
notation shall be made in the applicable Stud Book and other records of the PHAA.

The title of "PHAA Paint Bred Superior All Round Horse" is hereby, from this date and in the future,
reserved by the PHAA for its express use. The registration certificate of any horse shall be revoked
permanently by the PHAA if the owner thereof fraudulently advertises, claims or holds forth that this
certain horse is entitled to the title "PHAA Paint Bred Superior All Round Horse" prior to the title being
officially awarded by the PHAA.

Four Youth will be selected for the Team to make the trip to America plus one Reserve.
Attendance of the reserve member is at the discretion of the Board.

The selected Youth must be current financial members of the PHAA & AjPHA at the time of the
trip, must not be married or have been married.

Minimum age is to be 14 years at date of departure. Maximum age eligible 18 before the second of
January of the year of the show.

Youth to be a member of good standing for a minimum period of two years prior to closing date of
final qualifying Honour Roll.

Selection is based on accumulation of points over the previous two years taken from the relative
end of year Honour Roll results. In order to be considered for selection, the Youth must have
appeared and qualified on the “Top 10 Youth” listing for at least one of the two qualifying years.
Points from both qualifying years are accumulated whether on the Top Ten listing for one or both
years. It is mandatory to have competed and obtained points in both of the two qualifying Honour
Roll years.

Points will not be taken into consideration accumulated in category 7.

Each of the eligible youth must submit to the Board their reasons for wishing to be part of the team
in the form of an essay “Why | should be selected” being a minimum of 1 A4 page, which would
include past history with horses, experience in voluntary assistance with shows and/or club
activities, team work, fundraising activities and any other relevant matters. The Board then
scrutinises each applicant and arrives at the top 5.

Two written references are required to be submitted to the Board

The five finalists will be expected to attend a State or National Show and be involved in Youth
activities and assist in the running of the show by assisting as ring steward, ribbon steward or other
assistant as directed.

Each Youth is responsible for raising a preset amount. All funds raised must be lodged with the
PHAA by April 30" of the year of travel or at the discretion of the Board.

If the individual target is not reached then that Youth will not go.

A fundraising record sheet must be submitted to the PHAA by the due date of funds.

Money raised will be held in a Youth Trip Account, with any excess after expenses being carried
over to the Youth Portfolio. There will be no refunds.

Selected Youth will receive an invitation, which, if accepted, must be signed by parent/ guardian. If
the invitation is declined, the offer will be given to the next youth and so on. Youth found to be
submitting fraudulent points sheets will not be considered.

When accepted, Youth and their parents are bound by the agreement to raise the required funds
etc. if they intend to be part of the team.

The PHAA Board has the right to remove or expel a member of the team for breaches of PHAA
rules, inappropriate behavior or other reasons as deemed by the Board from time to time.

Should a team member be unable to attend, the PHAA Board may select the reserve member or
next qualifying youth to attend the Youth Trip on the same conditions.

A written report will be required from each youth participant within 3 weeks of their return. Failure
to do so may void eligibility for future Youth Team Trips.

Parents of any child qualifying must complete a document detailing dietary or medical
requirements or conditions that may require attention and emergency contact details.

1. For a period of 36 months (three years) prior to the date of an application for
Amateur status is received in the PHAA office, an applicant may not have shown,
ridden, trained or assisted in training (led, ridden or driven)a horse for remuneration,
either directly or indirectly; not received remuneration for instructing another person
in riding, driving or training a horse; nor received remuneration for instructing another
person in showing a horse in competition.

2. An individual may not have shown, ridden, trained or assisted in the training of a
horse for which the individuals spouse, at the time, accepted any form of
remuneration, either directly or indirectly, for training, assisting in training, or showing
of said horse in competition for a period of 36 months (3 years) prior to the date an
application for Amateur status is receive in the PHAA office.

3. Entry Fees. An individual who has had the entry fees paid would still be eligible for
Amateur status. Payment of entry fees by someone other than the immediate family
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shall not be considered remuneration unless entry fees were paid for service
rendered.
4, Amateur status. Amateur status may be maintained only by continual refusal of
remuneration.
5. The following activities shall not affect the amateur qualification of an individual —
(@) The writing of books pertaining to horses
(b)  Accepting remuneration for judging or stewarding
(c) Receiving prize money
(d) Having the occupation of farrier, veterinarian, thoroughbred trainer or trotting
trainer.
(e) Owning or operating a saddlery, stud or breeding farm or boarding stables.”

Amateur Halter Classes are to be judged in the same manner as Halter Classes, as described in Rule 231.

In order to obtain PHAA points, Amateur Halter classes must be closed to Paint Horses (Regular Registered)
only or Paint Bred Horses only. Mixed Sex classes will not receive points, exception Grand Champion.

An Amateur may only exhibit one horse in a class. More than one horse may be exhibited by one Amateur,
provided that each horse is exhibited in a separate class. Should an Amateur have more than one horse
qualify for any Champion, Reserve Champion or Grand Champion award, then that Amateur can only show
one of the qualifying horses and the other horse/s can not be shown by another exhibitor or considered for
those awards.
